RESOLUTION NO. 981

Resolution approving the decision of the City Planning Commission on ULURP No. C 250108 MMK, an amendment to the City Map (L.U. No. 297).

WHEREAS, TSG Coney Island Entertainment Holdco, LLC, filed an application pursuant to Sections 197c and 199 of the New York City Charter for an amendment to the City Map involving:
1. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of Bowery between Stillwell Avenue and West 12th Street,
2. the establishment of new grades on a portion of Stillwell Avenue between Surf Avenue and Wonder Wheel Way,
3. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of a volume within Stillwell Avenue between Bowery and Wonder Wheel Way,
4. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of a volume within West 12th Street between Surf Avenue and Bowery, and
5. the modification of block dimensions and grades necessitated thereby

including authorization for any acquisition or disposition of real property related thereto, in accordance with Map No. X-2775, dated December 16, 2024 and revised March 19, 2025, and Y-2776 dated December 16, 2024, revised March 19, 2025 and May 7, 2025, and corrected May 16, 2025, and signed by Borough President, (ULURP No. C 250108 MMK), Community District 13, Borough of Brooklyn (the “Application”);
WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission filed with the Council on May 12, 2025 its report and decision dated May 7, 2025, and issued a corrected report on June 23, 2025 (the "Decision"), on the Application;
WHEREAS, the Decision is subject to review and action by the Council pursuant to Section 197d(b)(3) of the City Charter;
WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing on the Decision and Application on June 12, 2025;
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the land use implications and other policy issues relating to the Decision and Application;
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the relevant environmental issues, including the Positive Declaration issued May 17th, 2024 (CEQR No. 24DCP129K) and a Final Environmental Impact Statement (FEIS) for which a Notice of Completion was issued on April 25, 2025, in which the proposed project, as analyzed in the FEIS, identified significant adverse impacts with respect to historic and cultural resources, transportation, and construction transportation. Significant adverse impacts related to hazardous materials and noise would be avoided through requirements in the project approvals, such as the mapping agreement. In addition, the application contained Project Components Related to the Environment (PCREs) related to traffic which are set forth in Chapter 12 “Transportation” of the FEIS. The proposed mitigation measures are detailed in Chapter 19, “Mitigation” of the FEIS.
RESOLVED:
Having considered the FEIS with respect to the Decision and Application, the Council finds that:
1. The FEIS meets the requirements of 6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617;  

2. The environmental impacts disclosed in the FEIS were evaluated in relation to the social, economic, and other considerations associated with the actions that are set forth in this report;

3. Consistent with social, economic, and other essential considerations from among the reasonable alternatives available, the action is one which avoids or minimizes adverse environmental impacts to the maximum extent practicable; and

4. The adverse environmental impacts disclosed in the FEIS will be minimized or avoided to the greatest extent practicable.

	The Decision, together with the FEIS issued April 25, 2025, constitute the written statement of facts, and of social, economic and other factors and standards that form the basis of this determination, pursuant to 6 N.Y.C.R.R. §617.11(d); 

Pursuant to Sections 197d and 199 of the City Charter and on the basis of the Decision and Application, the environmental determination and consideration described in the corrected report, C 250108 MMK, incorporated by reference herein, and the record before the Council, the Council approves the Decision consisting of: 

· the elimination of Bowery between Stillwell Avenue and West 12th Street,
· the establishment of new grades on a portion of Stillwell Avenue between Surf Avenue and Wonder Wheel Way,
· the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of a volume within Stillwell Avenue between Bowery and Wonder Wheel Way,
· the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of a volume within West 12th Street between Surf Avenue and Bowery, and
· the modification of block dimensions and grades necessitated thereby

including authorization for any acquisition or disposition of real property related thereto, in accordance with Map No. X-2775, dated December 16, 2024 and revised March 19, 2025, and Map No. Y-2776 dated December 16, 2024, revised March 19, 2025 and May 7, 2025, and corrected May 16, 2025, and signed by the Borough President is hereby approved, and be it further

RESOLVED that, pursuant to Section 5-432 of the New York City Administrative Code, the City Council determines that “such closing or discontinuance will further the health, safety, pedestrian or vehicular circulation, housing, economic development, or general welfare of the City,” nor shall such closing or discontinuance “substantially interfere with pedestrian or vehicular use of such streets" and be it further

RESOLVED that, pursuant to Section 5-433 of the New York City Administrative Code, the City Council adopts the legally required number of counterparts of Map No. X-2775, dated December 16, 2024 and revised March 19, 2025, and Map No. Y-2776 dated December 16, 2024, revised March 19, 2025 and May 7, 2025, and corrected May 16, 2025, providing for the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of the volumes of portions of Stillwell Avenue and West 12th Street, particularly described as follows:

Parcel 1: 
DISCONTINUING AND CLOSING OF A PORTION OF STILLWELL AVENUE, BOROUGH OF BROOKLYN, AS SHOWN ON THE CITY OF NEW YORK OFFICE OF THE BOROUGH PRESIDENT OF BROOKLYN MAP NO. Y-2776, DATED DECEMBER 16, 2024 AND REVISED MARCH 19, 2025 AND MAY 7, 2025 AND CORRECTED MAY 16, 2025:

BEGINNING at a point on the westerly sideline of Stillwell Avenue (100’ wide) said point being distant 66.65 feet southerly along said westerly sideline of Stillwell Avenue from its intersection with the southerly sideline of Bowery (37’ wide), thence;

1. Along the aforementioned westerly sideline of Stillwell Avene, southerly 95.06 feet to a point, thence;

2. In a northeasterly direction, with an interior angle of 74 degrees 05 minutes 42 seconds to the previous course a distance of 103.98 feet to a point on the easterly sideline of Stillwell Avenue, said point being 87.26 feet north of northerly sideline of Wonder Wheel Way (56’ wide), thence;

3. Along the easterly sideline of Stillwell Avenue, northwesterly and parallel with the westerly side of Stillwell Avenue, with an interior angle of 105 degrees 54 minutes 18 seconds to the previous course a distance of 93.00 feet to a point, thence;

4. With an interior angle of 75 degrees 11 minutes 30 seconds to the previous course, and an interior angle of 104 degrees 48 minutes 30 seconds to the first course, southwesterly a distance of 103.44 feet to the Point and Place of BEGINNING.

Containing approximately 9,405 square feet or 0.22 acres. Having a lower limiting plane from elevation 58.10 feet and an upper limiting plane to elevation 154.10 feet, said elevations refer to the Brooklyn Highway Datum. Having a volume of 902,840 Cubic Feet.

Parcel 2: 
DISCONTINUING AND CLOSING OF A PORTION OF WEST 12TH STREET, BOROUGH OF BROOKLYN, AS SHOWN ON THE CITY OF NEW YORK OFFICE OF THE BOROUGH PRESIDENT OF BROOKLYN MAP NO. Y-2776, DATED DECEMBER 16, 2024 AND REVISED MARCH 19, 2025 AND MAY 7, 2025 AND CORRECTED MAY 16, 2025:

BEGINNING at a point on the westerly sideline of West 12th Street (60’ wide), said point being distant 111.00 feet southerly along said westerly sideline of West 12th Street from its intersection with the southerly sideline of Surf Avenue (120’ wide), thence;

1. Along the westerly sideline of West 12th Street, southerly 105.00 feet to a point thence;

2. In a northeasterly direction, with an interior angle of 64 degrees 52 minutes 55 seconds with the previous course a distance of 66.27 feet to a point on the easterly sideline of West 12th Street, said point being 15.45 feet north of the northerly sideline of Bowery (38’ wide), thence;

3. Along the easterly sideline of West 12th Street, northwesterly and parallel with the westerly sideline of West 12th Street, with an interior angle of 115 degrees 07 minutes 05 seconds to the previous course a distance of 102.00 feet to a point, thence;

4. With an interior angle of 67 degrees 16 minutes 31 seconds to the previous course, and an interior angle of 112 degrees 43 minutes 29 seconds to the first course, Southwesterly a distance of 65.05 feet to the Point and Place of BEGINNING.

Containing approximately 6,155 square feet or 0.14 acres. Having a lower limiting plane from elevation 50.00 feet and an upper limiting plane to elevation 193.65 feet, said elevations refer to the Brooklyn Highway Datum. Having a volume of 884,096 Cubic Feet.

All such approvals being subject to the following conditions:

a. The subject amendment to the City Map shall take effect on the day following the day on which certified counterparts of Map No. X-2775, dated December 16, 2024 and revised March 19, 2025, and Map No. Y-2776 dated December 16, 2024, and revised on March 19, 2025 and May 7, 2025 and corrected May 16, 2025, are filed with the appropriate agencies in accordance with Section 198 subsection c of the New York City Charter and Section 5-435 of the New York City Administrative Code.

b. The subject amendment to the City Map shall not be filed with the appropriate agencies in accordance with condition “a” above until the applicant shall have executed a mapping agreement protecting the city's interest, approved as to form and sufficiency by the Corporation Counsel and accepted by the City Planning Commission (the “Mapping Agreement”). If such agreement is not accepted by the City Planning Commission within two years of the date of this resolution, the approved amendment to the City Map may be returned to the City Planning Commission for rescission; and

c. The subject amendment shall not be filed with the appropriate agencies in accordance with condition “a” above until and unless a license is issued to operate a gaming facility within the proposed area to be demapped by the New York State Gaming Commission pursuant to Section 1306 of the Racing, Pari-Mutuel Wagering and Breeding Law; and

d. The subject streets to be discontinued and closed shall be discontinued and closed on the day following the day on which such maps adopted by this resolution shall be filed in the offices specified by law.
