Title:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to coordination between the department of buildings and other governmental agencies when development is proposed for the city’s coastal and water-sensitive inland zones.

Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend Title 28 of the administrative code of the City of New York requiring coordination between the State Department of Environmental Conservation and other agencies  in the permitting process by the City Department of Buildings in any case where an application for development is located within the coastal and/or water sensitive inland zones of New York City.  The legislation defines coastal zones and water-sensitive inland zones to be: tidal wetlands, fresh water wetlands, coastal erosion hazard areas, coastal areas of special flood hazard, as well as riverine and other inland areas of special flood hazard.  Legislation requires applicant to document whether the proposed work is in a coastal zone/water-sensitive area and prohibits the commissioner from approving such projects without such documents.  If it is determined that a false statement or omission is found in an application the City would revoke the approval of construction documents. 
Effective Date:  This local law would take effect on July 1, 2009.
