	TITLE: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to agency referrals for blood lead screenings.

[bookmark: _GoBack]SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Intro. 877 would require certain City agencies, when providing services for or relating to a child under seven years of age, to make reasonable efforts to obtain evidence from a parent or legal guardian that such child had received a blood lead screening. If an agency were unable to obtain such evidence, the proposed legalization would require the agency to request additional information from such parent or legal guardian to help the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) determine why such child had not received a blood lead screening. The proposed legislation would also require the agency to provide such parent or legal guardian with materials explaining the importance of obtaining blood lead screening for children and to refer them to a physician or health care provider for blood lead screening.

EFFECTIVE DATE: This local law would take effect 120 days after being law, except that the DOHMH Commissioner may take such measures as are necessary for the implementation of the law prior to such date, including the promulgation of rules.
