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TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the crediting of prior service by the police pension fund of such city.

BACKGROUND:

According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MOU), recent court settlements have resolved disputes over eligibility issues for credit granted pursuant to Chapter 646 of the Laws of 1999 and Chapter 552 of the Laws of 2000.  Specifically, this bill would codify these settlements and credit police and certain other uniformed officers with immediate prior service in certain law enforcement titles for purposes of determining eligibility for and the amount of benefits under the police pension fund.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


Section 1 of this bill would provide that service as a peace officer, as defined in section 2.10 of the criminal procedure law, sheriff, deputy sheriff, marshal or district attorney investigator, or any position specified in appendix A of operations order 2-25 of the police department of the city of New York dated December 11, 2002, which immediately precedes service in the police force, and any period of allowable service in the uniformed transit police force, uniformed correction force, housing police service and the uniformed police force of the department of sanitation immediately preceding service in the police force, would be deemed to be service in the police force for purposes of eligibility for benefits and to determine the amount of benefits under the police pension fund.
