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TITLE:
A Local Law in relation to renaming a portion of Jamaica Avenue in the Borough of Queens, so as it shall hereafter be known as Jericho Turnpike, and to amending the official map of the city of New York accordingly.
Comment:

The Committee on Parks and Recreation will hold a hearing on May 18, 2005, to consider Proposed Int. No. 304-A, which calls upon the City of New York to permanently change the name Jamaica Avenue between the Cross Island Parkway and 257th Street to Jericho Turnpike and change the New York City map accordingly.  The stretch of road is in New York City on the north side and in Nassau County on the south side.  In Nassau County, it is already known as Jericho Turnpike.  This bill revises the westernmost point of the renaming from 225th Street to Cross Island Parkway.
