	TITLE: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to establishing a construction site opioid antagonist program
	SPONSOR(S): Council Members Lee, Sanchez, Restler, Hanif and Brannan


SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1385 would require the Commissioner of the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to create a construction site opioid antagonist program to address opioid overdoses at construction sites. The program would require DOHMH to provide five opioid antagonist kits to every major building construction site, free of charge, for administration to individuals experiencing an opioid overdose. The Commissioner would be required to provide training on the administration of opioid antagonists to site safety professionals, and to offer such training to construction workers. The Commissioner would also be required to report annually to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council on the number of construction sites, the number of opioid antagonist kits provided by DOHMH to construction sites, the number of kits used by each construction site, the number of site safety professionals, the number of opioid antagonist trainings provided to site safety professionals, the number of construction workers, and the number of opioid antagonist trainings provided to construction workers.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

[bookmark: _Hlk209615916]IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that DOHMH would require $1,000,000 annually in Personal Services costs to hire six staff members, including one program director, one program specialist, and five trainers, to develop and administer the program, provide training, and produce the annual report. For Fiscal 2026, the prorated PS costs would be approximately $250,000. In addition, it is further estimated that DOHMH will need additional  funding to purchase opioid antagonist kits. However, the actual  cost is undeterminable at this time as it would depend on the  number of major building construction sites that are operating when the legislation takes effect. The cost per site to purchase opioid antagonist kits is currently estimated to be approximately $200.
