PURPOSE OR GENERAL IDEA OF BILL:
 
To amend the vehicle and traffic law in relation to the calibration
checks for weight in motion violation monitoring systems
 
 
SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS:
 
Section 1. Subdivision 3 of section 385-a of the vehicle and traffic
law, as added by chapter 773 of the laws of 2021 is amended.
 
 
JUSTIFICATION:
 
One reason for the Brooklyn-Queens Expressway (BQE)'s crumbling infras-
tructure is the presence of overweight truck traffic.  Calibration
checks performed by an independent calibration laboratory every six
months will enforce violations based on photographs, microphotographs,
videos or other recorded itages, and information and data generated by
weigh in motion (WIM) monitoring systems.
 
This bill will allow the New York City Department of Transportation to
enter into a memorandum of agreement with the New York State Department
of Agriculture an Markets on specifications to be used for the weigh in
motion monitoring technology so that the City may begin its WIM pilot
program on the BQE.
