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TITLE:



AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the crediting of prior service by the fire department pension fund of such city.
 

BACKGROUND:

According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MIS), the proposed legislation will permit service in a number of uniformed titles into consideration in determining whether a uniformed member of the fire department has attained the minimum period for service retirement from the fire department of the city of New York.


Chapter 498 of 2005 authorized the New York City Police Pension Fund to permit service in a number of uniformed titles to be taken into consideration in determining whether a member has attained the minimum period for service retirement from the police department.  This legislation is needed to maintain pension parity between members of the New York City Police Pension Fund and the Fire Department Pension Fund.
PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


The proposed legislation would amend Paragraph 1 of subdivision b of section 13-144 of the administrative code of the city of New York - a number of titles covering uniformed positions, including titles enumerated in an agreement between the Uniformed Firefighters Association, the Uniformed Fire Officers Association and the City of New York dated October 27, 2005, are to be taken into consideration in determining whether a member of the New York City Fire Department Pension Fund has attained the minimum period of service from such fire department.  This legislation clarifies what is service that satisfies the twenty-year obligation.
