TITLE: 
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York in relation to a three-quarter housing task force

BILL SUMMARY:

The proposed legislation would require there to be a three-quarter housing task force. The task would be comprised of inspectors from the Human Resources Administration, Department of Buildings, the Fire Department, and the Department of Housing Preservation and Development and would be tasked with inspecting dwellings suspected to be three-quarters houses. The task force would identify buildings where ten or more unrelated adults are living and issue violations. The task force would also be charged with offering assistance to individuals living in three-quarter houses in order to relocate to permanent housing.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

The legislation would take effect immediately.
