This bill would require the New York City Board of Elections to provide a secure website that would allow registered New York City voters who are applying to vote absentee, or who have a right to receive absentee ballots with a new application for each election, to track the status of their absentee application and ballot. It would allow users to see if their application and ballot have been received, accepted, or rejected by the Board, as well as whether the Board has mailed an absentee ballot to the user.
