	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would require that, following each inspection of a day care service, the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) shall post a summary of this inspection on its website.  This legislation would also require that DOHMH make a summary of day care service inspection reports available through 311.  This legislation would also require that each day care service post DOHMH-approved signage in a conspicuous place on its premises advising patrons that said summaries are posted on the DOHMH website and available through 311.  This legislation shall also require that in applying for a new or renewal permit, each day care service shall disclose whether a child has suffered serious injury or death in its care, as well as any court decision holding any employee of the service responsible for said injury or death.  The legislation would also require that, where permissible by law, when DOHMH has received written notice that a person exercising oversight over a day care service has a felony conviction for a sex crime, crime against a child, or crime involving violence, DOHMH shall, when consistent with article 23-A of the correction law, deny the application for a permit to operate a day care service.



	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect 180 days after its enactment.
