Bill Title: 
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to establishing a pilot program for location-specific vending licenses for Fordham Road in the Borough of the Bronx

Bill Summary:

This bill would restrict general vending on a portion of Fordham Road over the next 5 years to those who hold licenses specifically allowing them to vend there. The department of consumer and worker protection would be required to publish a report on the number of vendors who operate on Fordham Road and would be permitted to issue licenses for vending on Fordham Road following that study.

Effective Date:
Immediately except that subdivisions c and d of section 20-465.3 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by section two of this local law, take effect 180 days after it becomes law. This local law is deemed repealed 5 years after it becomes law.
