	Summary of Legislation: This bill adds a new section 207-r of the general Municipal Law to provide a leave of absence with pay, not to exceed eighteen months, and no charge against leave credits for those who become disabled due

to an assault rising out of and in the course of employment for those employed in the Police Department under the title of School Safety Agents. Furthermore, the final determination on whether the disability arose from an assault will be the responsibility of the Office of administrative trials and hearings of the City of New York.                    

	Effective Date:  This legislation shall take effect on the thirtieth day after it shall have become a law.
