	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to information furnished to and provided by agencies that make child care referrals.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would require that the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) make available to the Administration for Children’s Services, the Department of Social Services/Human Resources Administration or any State-funded child care resource and referral agency information regarding any child care program for which DOHMH is aware of a current suspension or termination of its license, registration or permit.  The legislation also requires that within six months of this legislation becoming law, DOHMH shall create and publish an information pamphlet that (1) describes the government authorities responsible for regulating day care programs, including contact information for persons who handle questions or complaints; (2) describe important child day care rules and regulations concerning adult/child ratios; maximum capacity and health and safety standards; (3) describe the inspection process and registration, licensing and permitting process for child day care programs; (4) advise parents seeking child day care to view the current license, registration or permit for any program in which they are considering enrolling their child.  This information pamphlet shall be translated into Arabic, Chinese, Haitian Creole, Korean, Russian and Spanish, and distributed to all referral agencies.



	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect 180 days after its enactment.
