In relation to a Triangle name, Christopher Postiglione Triangle, Borough of Queens.

INTENT: 
This legislation would add, through the posting of an additional sign, the name “Christopher Postiglione Triangle” on the triangle bounded by Horace Harding Expressway, 174th Street and 64th Avenue. 


COMMENT: 

      The following biographical material was provided by the Postiglione family:

Christopher Postiglione was born on September 1, 1968, the only child of Alfred and 

Olga Postiglione at Maimonides Medical Center in Brooklyn, New York.  He attended Public School #64 grammar school and later Franklin K. Lane High School, both in Brooklyn.  In high school Chris was an avid Ice Hockey player and an enthusiastic fan of the New York Rangers professional Ice Hockey tem.  Chris graduated from Franklin K. Lane High School in June 1986.

      Christopher Postiglione went to work for the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) in 1990, as a Construction Worker.  He loved his work at DEP and he was very popular with, and much beloved by, his co-workers.  Chris spent nine years with DEP until January 11, 1999.  On that day he was struck by a hit and run driver while making repairs at the triangle bounded by Horace Harding Expressway, 174th Street and 64th Avenue in Queens.  Chris remained in a coma for 11 days before succumbing to his injuries on January 21, 1999.  He was only 30 years old at the time of his death.  He was survived by his parents, Alfred and Olga Postiglione.

      Because he was much beloved by his community, and died in the service of the City of New York, it is fitting that the ‘triangle bounded by Horace Harding Expressway, 174th Street and 64th Avenue’, the site of the accident which book his life, be named “Christopher Postiglione Triangle”. in his honor.
