Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to increasing civil penalties for water pollution, drainage, and sewer control violations, and to repeal subdivison b of section 24-513, relating to the penalty imposed for violating such section.
Sponsor:
Council Members Gennaro, DeBlasio, Lopez, Monserrate, Nelson, Sears, Serrano, and Liu; also Council Members Koppell and Sanders. 

Summary of Legislation: The proposed legislation would increase the civil penalties for water pollution, drainage, and sewer control violations that currently range from $50 - $1,000 for each violation. The enactment of this legislation would increase the maximum civil penalties to $10,000 for each violation. 

The current penalty for anyone convicted of a misdemeanor imposes a maximum fine of $1,000 or imprisonment not exceeding thirty days, or both, for each violation. The enactment of this legislation would increase the maximum fine to $10,000 or imprisonment not exceeding thirty days, or both, for each violation. 

Effective Date: This local law would take effect thirty days after its enactment into law.
