SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION:  Int. No. 751 would require the Fire Commissioner (Commissioner), in consultation with the Commissioner of Emergency Management and other relevant agencies, to develop a residential fire emergency response guide for residents affected or displaced by a fire. This bill would require the Commissioner to print, and together with responding firefighters, to distribute the guide to affected residents at the scene of a residential fire, and to publish it on the Fire Department’s website in the designated citywide languages. Finally, this bill would require the Commissioner, the Commissioner of Housing Preservation and Development, and other relevant agencies to distribute the guide to individuals affected or displaced by a residential fire on location at post-fire inspections.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

 
IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that implementing this legislation would cosT $100,000 annually. This includes $100,000 for the costs associated with printing the guide. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditure is not consistent with the Council’s estimate. OMB anticipates that FDNY would require additional  staff to provide the outreach and fire emergency response guide materials required in the legislation.  The Council’s estimate assumes that the provision of the guide could be done with existing staff on-site at the scene of residential fires.
