[bookmark: _GoBack]SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: The proposed legislation would require every non-tobacco hookah establishment to prominently and conspicuously display at its entrance, and in any room or area where non-tobacco smoking products are smoked, a sign warning of the health risks associated with smoking non-tobacco smoking products. Regarding the size, style, and content of such signs, the bill would require these establishments to adhere to rules promulgated by the commissioner of the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH).

EFFECTIVE DATE: This legislation would take effect 180 days after becoming law, except that DOHMH may take such measures as are necessary for the implementation of the law prior to such date, including the promulgation of rules.
