	Title: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to a gun offender registry.

	Summary of Legislation: “Int. No. 362-A, also known as the Gun Offender Registration Act, would add a new chapter 6 to title 10 of the Administrative Code to require an individual convicted of certain gun crimes to register with the New York City Police Department (NYPD), and personally report to the NYPD every six months for four years.   The registration information collected would be “authorized to be made available to any regional or national government-operated registry of gun offenders.”  The legislation further states that the NYPD would be able to, “accept files from any such gun registry” and make its registry available to other New York City agencies.  Lastly, Int. 362-A provides that violations of the law would “be a misdemeanor punishable by a fine of up to $1,000, or imprisonment of up to 1 year, or both.”



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect 240 days after it shall be enacted into law, provided that the commissioner may take any actions necessary prior to such effective date for the implementation of this local law including, but not limited to, promulgating rules and regulations.
