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Bill Title: 
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to notification of certain local officials of fires located within their jurisdiction 

Bill Summary:

This bill would require the Fire Commissioner to provide notice to community boards, Borough Presidents, and Council Members of a fire located within their respective jurisdiction within six hours of the Fire Commissioner becoming aware of the fire. Notice would contain the following information relating to the fire: initial alarm level, highest alarm level, type of structure affected, and address of the location of the fire. The Fire Commissioner would have to solicit from community boards, Borough Presidents, and Council Members their preferred methods of notice and appropriate contact information. The Fire Commissioner would be prohibited from providing this notice if the Fire Commissioner determines that notice would be inappropriate under the circumstances.
