Justification:
On June 29, 2026, the parties to the Vincent v. Adams litigation (APL-2025-00188)—including Mayor Zohran Mamdani, the Legal Aid Society, and the Council—entered into a Stipulation of Settlement under which the Mayor would withdraw the City’s pending appeal following the Council’s enactment of Preconsidered Int. No. (T2026-2197). Per the Stipulation terms, this legislation will create a new New York City rental assistance program that is designed to reach New Yorkers facing imminent eviction who are living in rent-stabilized units, and those living in shelter who do not meet the restrictive eligibility requirements that currently exist for CityFHEPS. The program would be operated by the Department of Housing Preservation and Development.
