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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: This has the

          3  potential of being the shortest meeting in history.

          4  This has the potential of being the shortest meeting

          5  in history, so why don't we try to break that

          6  record.

          7                 The Subcommittee was pretty short the

          8  other day, we were impressed.

          9                 All right, if I could have order,

         10  we'll just do the agenda. It actually was a

         11  relatively quiet week in Land Use, which is an

         12  unusual aspect. So, why don't we get through the

         13  agenda. There are a few items. One is Land Use Item

         14  192 and 273, which are related. They are in Chair

         15  Avella's district. An application for a landfill and

         16  a zoning text amendment.

         17                 It was originally approved in '76.

         18  This amendment will allow a completion of this part

         19  of the project for 202 units.

         20                 LU No. 230, Ellington on the Park. It

         21  is in Councilman Jackson's district, ULURP, UDAAP,

         22  for 134 units in a mixed-use building with a

         23  community facility space and open space.

         24                 LU No. 272, 295 Jefferson Street, has

         25  been postponed until the Subcommittee meeting on
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          2  Wednesday, 10:00. So, if you're on the Planning

          3  Subcommittee, Wednesday at 10:00, is when the vote

          4  will be on that.

          5                 And that is in Council Member Reyna's

          6  district.

          7                 LU No. 276, 140-seat early childhood

          8  center. Site selection for 440-seat early childhood

          9  center in Councilman Seabrook's district. Hold on

         10  one second for a commercial break.

         11                 How many times do I say that?

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Are any of you

         13  feeling sore and in pain this morning, having

         14  difficulty getting to Land Use vote on time? Coming

         15  in with facial expressions, simulating --

         16                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I'm sorry. No, go

         17  ahead. I'm sorry. I didn't hear what you were

         18  saying.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Wait one

         20  moment for the help we can give you.

         21                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you,

         22  Councilman Felder.

         23                 Okay, correction. LU No. 276, the

         24  440-seat early childhood center in Councilman

         25  Seabrook's district, will be laid over for a vote by
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          2  the full Land Use Committee til Wednesday. So, we'll

          3  do both items on Wednesday, 25 Jefferson Street, and

          4  the 440-seat early childhood center, as the

          5  Councilman works out some details with the School

          6  Construction Authority.

          7                 The rest are all UDAAPs. LU No. 249,

          8  250, 252, 254, 256, 258, 260, 262, 266 and 267.

          9  Continuation of housing being built.

         10                 LU No. 277, 278, 280, 282, 283, 284,

         11  286, 287, 288 and 289, those are the UDAAPs.

         12                 Any comments? Questions?

          3  please be aware that on 10:00 on Wednesday is not

          4  only going to be a vote, that is also going to be a

          5  hearing. So, just be aware of that time issue.

          6                 We are scheduled to do Land Use at

          7  10:15 on Wednesday. I'm not sure whether that's

          8  going to be the exact time, since the hearing is

          9  going to be at 10:00. We are going to try to keep

         10  you as up to date on the information as we have it

         11  as well. This is one of those situations we're

         12  trying to work out items in people's districts, and

         13  we need to give them the respect and the flexibility

         14  to be able to do that for their constituents.

         15                 So, thank you.

         16                 We are going to recess this meeting

         17  until Wednesday, and we'll hold the vote open for

         18  ten minutes.
