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TITLE:




AN ACT to authorize the commissioner of general services to convey certain land in Queens county to the city of New York department of parks and recreation.                                                 

BACKGROUND:


According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (“MIS”), this legislation would set forth parklands to be acquired by New York City from New York State in exchange for parklands discontinued and conveyed to Yeshiva Har Torah.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:

Section 1 of the bill would authorize the Commissioner of General Services (“Commissioner”) to convey certain land, as described in section 2 of the bill, to the New York City Department of Parks and Recreation, for recreational purposes.  The Commissioner would be granted the authority to convey the land at such time, and upon such terms and conditions, including consideration, as the Commissioner may determine.


Section 2 would describe the plot of land to be conveyed.  Specifically, such land is a 12,242 square foot tract of land in Bellrose, Queens, also identified as part of Lot 100 in Block 7955, and part of Lot 35 in Block 7954 on the tax map for the borough of Queens.


Section 3 would authorize the Commissioner to fix and determine the terms and conditions of such conveyance, provided that such conveyance should take place within one year of the effective date of this act.


Section 4 of this legislation would provide that any lands transferred pursuant to this act should be used exclusively for recreational purposes and upon termination of such use, title to the lands would revert to New York State.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This legislation would take effect immediately.
