	TITLE: A Local Law in relation to requiring the commissioner of health and mental hygiene to establish and operate a pilot program providing free mental health services to children who have been returned to their home following a removal, and providing for the repeal of such provisions upon the expiration thereof

SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 652 would require the Commissioner of Health and Mental Hygiene (Commissioner) to establish a pilot program to provide mental health services at no cost to children who have been returned to their home following a removal by the Administration for Children’s Services (ACS). This bill would require the Commissioner to consult with the Commissioner of ACS to provide culturally appropriate outreach on the availability of services provided through such program and to post on City webpages information on how to access such services. This bill would require such services to be provided for up to one year for each participating child. No later than one year after the local law takes effect, the Commissioner, in consultation with the Commissioner of  ACS would be required to submit a report to the Mayor and the Speaker regarding the feasibility of expanding or making permanent the pilot program. This bill would be deemed repealed three years after it becomes law.

FISCAL YEAR IN WHICH PROPOSED LOCAL LAW WOULD FIRST BECOME EFFECTIVE: Fiscal Year 2026

FISCAL YEAR IN WHICH FULL FISCAL IMPACT ANTICIPATED: Fiscal Year 2027

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues as a result of this legislation. 

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that total cost of the enactment of this legislation would be $612,523 to hire two social workers to fulfill this legislation’s requirements for the three-year period of the pilot. The annual salary for each social worker is estimated to be $67,996 with a 50 percent fringe rate for a total cost of $101,994 per year for each position. Because this legislation is anticipated to be effective for only a portion of Fiscal 2026, the prorated costs in that year are estimated to be $175,486. For Fiscals 2027 and 2028, the cost is estimated to be $203,988 per year. In Fiscal 2029 the cost is estimated to be $29,061, which is prorated for the portion of the year the program would be effective before it is deemed repealed. The Council estimates the pilot program would operate with 50 slots for eligible families and the two social workers to administer services. Based on the Council’s analysis of current ACS operations and understanding of the removal process, youth who have been removed from their families and then reunified are typically already participating in court-mandated or other ACS-provided mental health services as part of the reunification process and the demand for this program is likely to be significantly lower than projected in the Mayor’s Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate. Given this, the Council disagrees with the OMB estimate, which projects that services would be provided to all children who are reunified rather than only those participating in the pilot.
