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TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the retirement and social security law, in relation to eligibility of uniformed personnel of the New York city department of correction for ordinary disability benefits.

BACKGROUND:

According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (“MIS”), this legislation would remove post-retirement earnings restrictions for New York City Department of Correction uniformed personnel with respect to a retiree subsequent to his or her earliest eligibility date for service retirement.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:

Section one of the proposed legislation would amend the section 507-a of the retirement and social security law by adding a new subdivision e which would provide that notwithstanding any other provisions of law, there would be no restrictions on the earnings permitted to a member of the uniformed personnel of the New York City Department of Correction who has retired pursuant to the provisions of this section and was subject to the provisions of subdivision d of section 504, subdivision c of section 504-A, or subdivision c of section 504-B of this article prior to retirement, subsequent to the date as of which such person would have been eligible for service retirement.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS:

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This legislation would take effect immediately, provided, however, that the amendment to section 507-A of the retirement and social security law made by this bill would not affect the expiration of such section as provided by section 615 of such law and would be deemed to expire therewith.
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
