WHEREAS, New York City Health and Hospitals Corporation (“H+H”) filed with the Council on August 6, 2025, notice of its Board of Directors’ authorization dated  July 31, 2025, of the leasing agreement authorizing 99-year ground lease of a parcel land (including tenant renewal options) to River Commons Housing Development Fund Company Inc. as named tenant and River Commons Owners LLC, as the beneficial tenant of a parcel of land measuring approximately 42,000 square feet. The parcel of land is currently part of the parking lot and Annex structure of the H+ H/Gotham/Morrisania located at 1225 Gerard Avenue, upon the terms and conditions set forth in the resolution authorizing said leasing by the Board of Directors of H+H, a copy of which is attached hereto (the “Leasing”), Community District 16, Borough of the Bronx;
WHEREAS, the Leasing is subject to review and action by the Council pursuant to Section 7385(6) of the New York City Health and Hospitals Corporation Enabling Act;
WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing on the Leasing on September 30, 2025; and
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the land use and financial implications and other policy issues relating to the Leasing.
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the relevant environmental issues, including the Negative Declaration issued on October 24, 2025 (CEQR No. 24HPD035X, the "Negative Declaration”).
RESOLVED:
The Council finds that the action described herein will have no significant impact on the environment as set forth in the Negative Declaration. 
Pursuant to Section 7385(6) of the Health and Hospitals Corporation Enabling Act, the Council approves the Leasing in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in the H+H Board of Directors’ resolution authorizing the Leasing, a copy of which are attached hereto.
