Comment:


The Committee on Parks and Recreation will hold a hearing on April 14, 2005, to consider Int. No. 656, which calls upon the City of New York to permanently change Jamaica Avenue between 225th and 257th Street to Jericho Turnpike.  The stretch of road is in New York City on the north side and in Nassau County on the south side.  In Nassau County, it is already known as Jericho Turnpike.  This change is being made to end the confusion that has existed since 1920, when the north side of Jericho Turnpike was renamed Jamaica Avenue, thus creating the only street in New York State that is divided down the center line by two names.
