SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: This bill would require the Department of Housing Preservation and Development (HPD) housing portal to provide users with notification by e-mail and text of any update to their applications. This bill would also require the housing portal to permit a user to designate a representative who would receive notifications of any update to the user’s application, new information posted about a unit selected by the user, a new unit available that matches the user’s prescribed criteria, and any other information deemed appropriate by HPD. The designated representative would also be permitted to create a housing portal account to receive these notifications.

EFFECTIVE DATE: 18 months after becoming law

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that HPD would require $104,000 in the first year of implementation following the enactment of this legislation, not inclusive of fringe, to hire one staff to assist with the initial development of technological functionalities. Additionally, HPD would require $702,000 in the first year for the cost of a vendor contract for product development and staff support. 
In each succeeding year HPD would require $135,000 for the ongoing maintenance of the Housing Connect system. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
