	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to regulating publicly accessible collection bins.

	Sponsors:
Council Members McMahon, Koppell, Recchia Jr., Weprin, Liu, Gerson, Gennaro and Gentile.  



	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would create a new section to regulate the placement and care of publicly accessible collection bins.  The new section, in paragraph (a), defines a publicly accessible collection bin as “any outdoor container, other that any container placed by any government or governmental agency, or its contractors or licensees, that allows for any member of the public to deposit items into the container for the purpose of collection by the provider of such container.”  This legislation states the following: that each bin must have displayed in a prominent place on the bin the name, address and phone number of the provider of the bin; it prohibits the bin from being placed on any city property or property maintained by the city or an any public sidewalk or roadway; that no bin can be placed on private property without the written permission of the owner of the property or the owners’ designated agent; and that notice to the owner of a bin that has been placed on city property maintained by the city that the bin must be removed with thirty days.  If the bin is not removed within thirty days, the Department of Sanitation will remove it.
