SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 1175-A would require the Mayor’s Office to End Domestic and Gender-Based Violence (ENDGBV) to establish a program, subject to appropriation, to provide income-eligible domestic violence survivors with both brief legal assistance and full legal representation throughout a divorce proceeding. ENDGBV would be required to undertake outreach about the program through written materials posted online and at family justice centers. ENDGBV would be required to submit to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council an annual report with data on the program for the preceding year, starting no later than one year after the effective date of the law.
EFFECTIVE DATE: 180 days after it becomes law

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate. 

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that the enactment of this legislation would cost $12 million annually for the Department of Social Services (DSS) to contract with non-profit legal service providers who administer the program. The bill would only be effective for a portion of the year in which it is enacted and therefore the Council assumes a pro-rated amount of $2,761,643 in Fiscal 2026 for the portion of the year when the bill would be in effect.  OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
