INTRODUCTION


On December 5, 2017, the Committee on Parks and Recreation, chaired by Council Member Mark Levine, will hold a hearing to consider Int. No. 1680, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to reporting on park capital expenditures and Int. No. 1466, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to cleaning park playground equipment after the spraying of pesticides. More information on Int. Int. No. 1680 

Int. No. 1680 would require DPR to expand its web based capital projects tracker to include more detailed information regarding its capital projects, including the reasons for delays, the dates projects were fully funded, the total number of projects in its portfolio, projected and actual cost overruns, individual sources of funding and the length of time it took to complete each project.
Int. No. 1466

Int. No. 1466 would require DPR to clean playground equipment in city parks within twenty four hours after the spraying of pesticides by any city agency where such equipment is within a minimum distance from such spraying.  The bill would also require the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene, in consultation with DPR, to set such minimum distance by rule.

A LOCAL LAW
To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to reporting on park capital expenditures 
 

 Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
Section 1. Section 18-145 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended to read as follows:
§ 18-145 Reporting on capital project expenditures in parks. The department shall post on the city’s website, in a non-proprietary format that permits automated processing, the status of each capital project, as defined in section 5-101 of the administrative code of the city of New York, on property under the jurisdiction of the commissioner. Such information shall be updated no less than quarterly and shall include the following: 

1. For each such project, (i) the actual or estimated starting date and actual or estimated completion date of [the current] each phase of such project, and if any phase is delayed, a description of such delay and the cause thereof; (ii) the total amount of funds allocated to such project or, when applicable, a range of the funds available; (iii) the identification of each separate source of funding allocated to such project; (iv) a description of such project; (v) the location of such project, specified by borough, council district and community district; [and] (vi) [a quarterly update] the date when funding for such project was fully allocated; (vii) any addition or subtraction made to the funding allocation for such project after such date and the reasons for such addition or subtraction; (viii) the date such project is first assigned to an employee of the department; and (ix) a description of any projected or actual cost overrun for each phase of such project; and

2. The total number of capital projects that were completed during the most recent fiscal year and the average amount of time taken to complete such projects, measured from the date when each project was fully funded to the date construction was completed; and 

3. The total number of capital projects currently under the jurisdiction of the department.
§ 2. This local law takes effect 180 days after it becomes law.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to cleaning park playground equipment after the spraying of pesticides

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1.  Within 180 days of the effective date of the local law that added this section, the department of health and mental hygiene, in consultation with the department of parks and recreation, shall, by rule, establish the minimum distance between playground equipment and the spraying of a pesticide at which such equipment will not be exposed to such pesticides.

§ 2. Chapter 1 of title 18 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 18-148 to read as follows:
§ 18-148 Cleaning playground equipment after pesticide exposure. a. As used in this section, the following terms have the following meanings:

Park playground equipment. The term “park playground equipment” means playground equipment which is located within a playground operated by or under the jurisdiction of the department, including those for which the department has an agreement with a conservancy or other not-for-profit organization with respect to operation of any aspect of a playground.  

Pesticide. The term “pesticide” shall have the same meaning as provided in section 17-1101 of this code. 

b. Within 24 hours of the spraying of any pesticide by or on behalf of a city agency, the department shall clean all park playground equipment located less than the minimum distance from such spraying, as set forth in rule by the department of health and mental hygiene, at which such equipment will not be exposed to such pesticide.  

§3. This local law takes effect immediately, except that section two of this local law shall take effect 180 days after it becomes law, and except that the commissioner of parks and the commissioner of health and mental hygiene may take such measures as are necessary for the implementation of such sections, including the promulgation of rules, prior to such effective date.
