SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 697-A would require the New York City Department of Sanitation (DSNY) to conduct and submit reports on two waste characterization studies, the first of which would examine DSNY-managed residential and institutional waste streams and be due by January 31, 2028, and the second of which would examine available information regarding the city’s commercial waste stream and be due by January 31, 2032.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. 

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that DSNY would require $12,500,000 in Other Than Personnel Services (OTPS) funding over five years to conduct the required waste characterization studies. The Council agrees with the Mayor’s Office of Management and Budget (OMB) estimate that the Fiscal 2027 study would cost $5,900,000 to complete, and the Fiscal 2031 study would cost $6,600,000.
