TYPE OF LEGISLATION:    A Local Law 
 

TITLE: To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to expanding the nuisance abatement law to include certain violations related to the production and sale of false identification.  

INTRODUCED BY: Council Member Vallone Jr. 

REASONS FOR SUPPORT: This legislation is introduced in recognition of the need to increase enforcement against the producers and sellers of illegal false identification documents and forged instruments.  

Law enforcement, community residents, and nightlife establishments report problems with the increasing use of illegal and false identification by persons seeking entrance to the City’s clubs and bars.  In addition, the production and sale of false identification or “fake IDs” presents significant homeland security issues.  Law enforcement has indicated that it is difficult to target and prosecute producers and sellers of fake IDs for various reasons, including that the City’s jurisdiction in this area is vague.  This legislation seeks to increase enforcement options by rendering premises used for the creation, production, storage, or sale of false identification, in violation of one or more federal and state laws, public nuisances, such that they would be subject to being shut down.  By making it easier to enforce against producers and sellers, the legislation is intended to decrease the number of available fake IDs, thus making it more difficult and costly for individuals to obtain such identification.  
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
