	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the unauthorized operation of a recording device in a place of public performance.

	Sponsors:
Council Members Yassky, Gerson, and Koppell.



	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend title 10 of the administrative code of the City of New York by adding a new chapter 7 to prohibit the unauthorized operation of a recording device in a place of public performance.  This new chapter would create a misdemeanor offense for the unauthorized operation of a recording device in a place of public performance without consent of the theatre’s owner or operator.  

In addition, section 10-705 enforces unauthorized operation of a recording device in places other than a movie theatre that has clear signage prohibiting recordings of live performances and defines what clear signage means.  All regulations shall be enforced by the police department as set forth in section 10-706.    

This legislation creates new violations regarding a violation of this bill will be classified as a misdemeanor and would be punishable by a fine ranging between $500 and $1,000 and/or by imprisonment to not exceed six months. A second violation within the span of twenty-four months would be punishable by a fine no less than $5,000 and no more than $10,000 and/or imprisonment to not exceed one year. All violations would be subject to civil penalties to not exceed $5,000 for the first violation and $10,000 for the second violation. 



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect 60 days after its enactment; provided, however, that the police department may take any actions necessary prior to such effective date for implementation of this local law including, but not limited to, the adoption of any necessary rules.
