A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring global positioning systems in certain waste hauling vehicles

This local law takes effect on the same date and in the same manner as section 18 of a local law amending the administrative code of the city of New York in relation to the establishment of commercial waste zones, and to repeal sections 16-523 and 16-524 of such code, relating to a pilot of special trade waste removal districts, as proposed in introduction number 1574-A for the year 2019, takes effect
