SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 928 would require the Department of Transportation (DOT) to conduct a two-year pilot project, in consultation with the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene, on the use of cool pavement—pavement and pavement coatings designed to keep area temperatures cooler than traditional asphalt and thus combat the urban heat island effect—on City streets. This bill would require the pilot to include at least four neighborhoods that are, or include, both disadvantaged communities and heat vulnerable communities. No later than 180 days after the pilot concludes, DOT would be required to submit to the Mayor and the Council and post on its website a report on the results of the pilot project.

FISCAL YEAR IN WHICH FULL FISCAL IMPACT ANTICIPATED: Fiscal 2026

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that the enactment of this legislation would result in additional expenditures of $1.8 million in one-time capital costs to implement the cool pavement pilot program. The Council’s estimate assumes that the average cool pavement cost would be $40,000 per lane mile and that the road work would be completed over several warmer months, starting in the beginning of Fiscal 2026 and would cover approximately 45 lane miles across four City neighborhoods. The Mayor’s Office of Management and Budget (OMB) estimate anticipates three fiscal years of non-capital operational expenses to contract for the pilot program. The Council cannot verify OMB’s estimate as the information provided lacks details on how it was determined.
