	Summary of Legislation:  The City Council finds that the Administrative Code of the City of New York contains several provisions that are either outdated, in need of modification or are no longer practical and the enforcement of which has a detrimental impact upon the City’s small business community.  The Council intends to modify or repeal these antiquated and problematic provisions in a first effort to improve the small business environment in New York City so that these businesses can thrive.

Those sections of the Administrative Code that will be modified or repealed will affect small business owners of all types and they will include, but will not be limited to, the following: amending the legislation so that vendors have the right to display samples of the items being sold and not be ticketed; amending sidewalk café licensing to include the total number of seats, but not the configuration of those seats; amending restricted licensing requirements relating to pool halls; reducing the number of requirements for licensed sightseeing guides; amending strict requirements for second-hand goods dealers; repealing strict restrictions on night auctions; allowing business owners to wash the street or sidewalk or steps in front of their property without a license; etc.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect sixty days after it is enacted.
