TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to allowing members of the police pension fund to obtain retirement credit for certain periods of child care leave.
BACKGROUND:

This legislation would allow members of the police pension fund to obtain retirement credit for absences without pay for child care leave.  Members must file a claim for such service credit with the pension fund by December 31, 2001 or ninety days following termination of the child care leave, whichever is later.  Members must also contribute the amount they would have contributed to the fund during their leave


According to Assemblyman Vitaliano's Memorandum in Support, many police officers, due to type of work they perform, are forced to take leaves of absence after the birth of a child  beyond that afforded through sick leave.  This legislation would provide these officer with a mechanism to restore these benefits by making contributions to offset a portion of the costs.
