	AN ACT to amend the vehicle and traffic law, in relation to abandoned vehicles




I. BACKGROUND
On May 23, 2024, the Committee on Governmental Operations, State and Federal Legislation, chaired by Council Member Lincoln Restler, will hold a vote on Preconsidered SLR 7, State Legislation Resolution requesting the New York State Legislature to pass bills introduced by Senator Jackson, S. 8726-B, and Assembly Member Williams, A. 9521-A, “AN ACT to amend the vehicle and traffic law, in relation to abandoned vehicles.”
II. PROPOSED LEGISLATION
	The legislation would expand the number of abandoned vehicles without license plates that a municipality having jurisdiction over such vehicles could remove from their respective locations through an amendment to the New York State Vehicle & Traffic Law. If enacted, this bill would raise the monetary value threshold used to determine whether a municipality gains ownership of and discretion to remove an abandoned vehicle from its location; such threshold would rise from $1,250 to $3,000.
