	Title:  To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to filing of registration statements by owners of dwellings.


	Sponsors:
By Council Members Dilan, Fidler and Nelson (by request of the Mayor)



	Summary of Legislation:  This bill would amend subdivisions (b) of section 27-2097 and subdivision (a) of section 27-2098 of the Administrative Code to require the filing of registration statement with the Department of Housing Preservation and Development (“the Department”) for all one and two family dwellings where neither the owner nor any family member, as defined in subdivision (b) of section 27- 2097, occupies the dwelling. The bill would require that the registration statement contain the telephone number of an owner or officer if the owner is a corporation or the managing agent who may reasonably be expected to be reached at all times.

 In addition, the bill would amend section 27-2099 of the Administrative Code to require that after the expiration of thirty days from the date that the title to a dwelling is conveyed to a new owner and the new owner has not filed a registration statement in relation to such dwelling, the Department may invalidate the former owner’s last valid registration for such dwelling upon application by such former owner for the limited purpose of service of notices or orders authorized or required under this code to be served by the Department upon the last registered owner or last registered managing agent.  However, to effect such limited invalidation, the former owner must submit such documentation as is satisfactory to the Department that the ownership of the dwelling has changed and that such former owner no longer owns the dwelling.   
Lastly, the bill would require that where a notice or order is authorized or required under this legislation to be served by the Department upon the last registered owner or last registered managing agent and the Department has invalidated the last valid registration pursuant to paragraph one of this subdivision for the limited purpose of service of notices or orders, such service may be made by personal delivery of the notice or order to a person in direct or indirect control of the premises or by mailing a copy thereof to the attention of “owner” or “managing agent” at such dwelling; provided, however, that such manner of service is authorized only until such time as a valid registration is subsequently filed for the dwelling. 


	Effective Date:  This local law would take effect 180 days after its enactment, except that the Commissioner of the Department of Housing Preservation and Development shall promulgate any rules and take any other action necessary for its implementation prior to such effective date.
