          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you very

          3  much. We have a large agenda but we will continue to

          4  go through it. Just so everybody knows, the next

          5  meeting of Subcommittees and the Committees, October

          6  17th, 9:30 is zoning, 9:45 is Landmarks and 10:00 is

          7  Land Use.

          8                 First item is N 070498 ZRM. It is in

          9  the Speaker's district. It is a zoning text

         10  amendment, Special West Chelsea District. It allows

         11  the City to construct the access to the proposed

         12  high-line project that we worked so hard on two

         13  years ago.

         14                 LU Nos 546 and 547 are related. It is

         15  to facilitate the development of a residential

         16  project. It is a zoning map amendment and a special

         17  permit. It is in Council Member DeBlasio's district,

         18  and there is an agreement for affordable housing, as

         19  well. That was spoken about at the Subcommittee at

         20  20 percent.

         21                 LU Nos 573 through 575 are also

         22  related. They are to facilitate the development of a

         23  mixed use building at 400 Fifth Avenue. It is in

         24  Speaker Quinn's district. They are zoning text

         25  amendments and two special permits.
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          2                 576. LU No. 576. It is a zoning text

          3  amendment. Permits residential conversions of

          4  non-residential buildings to modify open space and

          5  height factor, to be less tall, and not -- when

          6  there isn't a need to demolish a building and that

          7  is at 150 Charles Street.

          8                 LU No. 576 is a Citywide amendment.

          9  LU No. 578 and 579 are related. They are both in

         10  Council Member Gonzalez's district. It is a zoning

         11  map amendment and a special permit to facilitate a

         12  mixed use facility in the Bayridge mixed use

         13  district.

         14                 LU No. 580, it is a change from an

         15  R6A to an R5D, in an area northeast of the

         16  Intersection of 170th Street and Linden Boulevard.

         17  It is a zoning map amendment. It is to maintain the

         18  context and allow higher density on appropriate

         19  streets. There is an amendment, which bounds St.

         20  Albans Memorial Park, Marnie Place, Linden Boulevard

         21  and Merrick Boulevard, and established a C2-3

         22  District within the R5D district.

         23                 Landmarking. Thomas Jefferson Play

         24  Center. It is in Council Member Mark-Viverito's

         25  district. It is to landmark the play center.
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          2                 McCarren Play Center. It is in

          3  Council Member Yassky's district. It is to landmark

          4  the Play Center that is located in McCarren Park.

          5  Council Member Gonzalez's district, the Sunset Play

          6  Center. That is to landmark. That center is 41st to

          7  44th Streets, between Fifth and Seventh Avenue. And

          8  it is to landmark I guess the exterior, correct?

          9                 Council Member Gonzalez's district.

         10  It is to landmark the first floor interior of the

         11  Sunset Play Center.

         12                 Third-party transfer, which is an

         13  in-rem No. 53. LU No. 557 in Council Member White

         14  and Council Member Sanders's district.

         15                 Third-party transfer also in Queens,

         16  in rem. LU No. 558 in Council Member Sanders's

         17  district. We have three UDAAPs, 471 in Council

         18  Member Barron's district, 472 in Council Member

         19  Barron's district, and 509 in Council Member

         20  Koppell's district. Any questions?
