[bookmark: _GoBack]SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Intro. 918 would require the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH), with the cooperation of the Department of Housing Preservation and Development, to submit to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council, and to make publicly available on DOHMH’s website, a comprehensive annual report regarding (i) the implementation, enforcement, and efficacy of all lead poisoning prevention and control measures required by local law or rule and (ii) incidences of lead poisoning in children and pregnant women.  

EFFECTIVE DATE: This local law would take effect immediately.
