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          2                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Good morning,

          3  ladies and gentlemen. My name is Joel Rivera. I'm

          4  Chair of the Health Committee. We are here today to

          5  consider two pieces of legislation. The first is

          6  Intro. 604. This bill would make changes to the

          7  Charter section under Chief Medical Examiner's

          8  Office. Specifically it would update the law to

          9  reflect changes in technology and the increased

         10  responsibilities that the Medical Examiner's Office

         11  has taken on over time.

         12                 The second piece of legislation is

         13  proposed Intro. 612-A, sponsored by Council Member

         14  Gennaro. This legislation will change the way that

         15  City agencies report information on their pesticide

         16  use.

         17                 Currently agencies must submit a

         18  report to the Department of Health and the City

         19  Council every year. Under this legislation, agencies

         20  would submit their yearly report only to the

         21  Department of Health and the Department would then

         22  summarize the information from all of the agencies

         23  and provide it to the City Council.

         24                 This change in the reporting

         25  requirement would improve the Council's ability to
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          2  monitor pesticide use by City agencies.

          3                 Before we begin, let me introduce my

          4  colleagues who have joined us as well.

          5                 To my far left, we have Council

          6  Member Al Vann. We have Council Member Helen Sears,

          7  Council Member Kendall Stewart, Council Member and

          8  Majority Whip, Inez Dickens. To my right we have

          9  Council Member Mike McMahon, and we're joined by

         10  Counsel and by our Clerk.

         11                 At this point in time, we're just

         12  going to take a vote since we already had the

         13  hearing earlier last week and the Chair recommends

         14  an aye vote.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK MARTIN: Introduction

         16  604 and proposed Introduction 612-A. Council Member

         17  Rivera.

         18                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: I vote aye.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: McMahon.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Aye.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Sears.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS: Aye.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: Stewart.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER STEWART: Aye.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vann.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Aye.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Dickens.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER DICKENS: Aye.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of six in

          6  the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

          7  abstentions, the items are adopted. Members, please

          8  sign the Committee reports.

          9                 Thank you.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON RIVERA: Thank you very

         11  much. We're going to keep the vote open for a couple

         12  of minutes because there are other hearings taking

         13  place, and this meeting afterwards will be

         14  adjourned. Thank you.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Arroyo.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER ARROYO: Aye.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote now stands at

         18  seven in the affirmative, zero in the negative, zero

         19  abstentions.

         20                 Council Member Liu.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER LIU: I vote yes.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote now stands at

         23  eight in the affirmative.

         24                 Council Member Mendez.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER MENDEZ: I vote aye on
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          2  all matters.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote on the

          4  Committee on Health now stands at nine in the

          5  affirmative, zero in the negative zero abstentions.

          6                 Council Member Baez.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Aye on all.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: The final vote on the

          9  Committee on Health now stands at ten in the

         10  affirmative, zero in the negative, no abstentions.
