A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, to regulate the possession, use and sale of domestic ferrets.

Summary of Legislation:


This legislation would amend Section 1. Title 17 of the administrative code of the city of New York by adding thereto a new chapter 8.  This new chapter would prohibit a person from owning, harboring or selling a ferret unless the ferret has been spayed or neutered and inoculated against canine distemper and rabies.  The proposed legislation would also make it illegal for any person to liberate or allow the escape of any ferret in their possession.  Finally, the legislation would prohibit the use of ferrets for the hunting of other animals.  Any violation of this proposed legislation would be punishable by a fine of not less than two hundred fifty dollars or more than five hundred dollars.   

Effective Date: This local law would take effect immediately.
