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          1  STATE AND FEDERAL LEGISLATION

          2                 CHAIRPERSON MILLER: Today we have a

          3  very short agenda. We have two SLRs, for the

          4  reconveyance of a property for which taxes were not

          5  paid, where the circumstances are such that the

          6  individual may be entitled to recoup their former

          7  property after paying all taxes and penalties.

          8                 Does the Administration have any

          9  objection to these in rems?

         10                 MR. BROWN: (Not identified). No.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON MILLER: Thank you very

         12  much, Chris.

         13                 We will also consider Reso 1747,

         14  calling upon the Mayor, Governor, and the MTA to

         15  take the necessary steps for the rail banking of the

         16  Chelsea High Line, in Council Member Christine

         17  Quinn's district.

         18                 We had a lengthy hearing on this

         19  issue in April, in which we heard from property

         20  owners, residents, elected officials, community

         21  groups and others on all sides of this issue.

         22                 There was tremendous support among

         23  the affected community to give the option of turning

         24  this elevated rail line into public space a chance,

         25  a possibility which would be lost forever if
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          2  demolition occurs prior to this option being

          3  seriously explored.

          4                 So, I am urging my colleagues to vote

          5  yes on this resolution.

          6                 For the record, we have received

          7  testimony from the Convention Center Operating

          8  Corporation, which operates the Javits Center, in

          9  opposition to the resolution, although we invited

         10  them, along with numerous state and local

         11  authorities and agencies, to testify at the April

         12  hearing, all of them declined to appear, however, we

         13  will make the Javits Center letter a part of the

         14  record.

         15                 That's it.

         16                 Do we have anyone who wants to

         17  testify on one of the in rems? No.

         18                 Therefore, is the clerk here? The

         19  Counsel will call the roll. We're doing a roll call

         20  on everything.

         21                 MR. CARAS: On the two SLRs,

         22  preconsidered SLRs, and Resolution 1742.

         23                 Councilman Miller.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON MILLER: Aye.

         25                 MR. CARAS: Councilwoman Pinkett.
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          2                 (No response.)

          3                 MR. CARAS: Councilman Robles.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER ROBLES: Aye.

          5                 MR. CARAS: Councilman Fisher.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER FISHER: Aye on all,

          7  abstain on 1747.

          8                 MR. CARAS: Councilman Sabini.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER SABINI: Aye on all.

         10                 MR. CARAS: Council Member

         11  Malave-Dilan.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER MALAVE-DILAN: I vote

         13  aye on all.

         14                 CHAIRPERSON MILLER: Thank you.

         15                 MR. CARAS: Councilwoman Provenzano.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER PROVENZANO: Aye on

         17  all.

         18                 MR. CARAS: Councilman Stabile.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER STABILE: Aye on all.

         20                 MR. CARAS: Councilman Oddo.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

         22                 MR. CARAS: Councilwoman Pinkett.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: The vast

         24  majority of the residents and community activists

         25  are supportive of it. All of the elected officials
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          2  who represent the area are for it.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: I vote aye.

          4                 MR. CARAS: Let me just correct for

          5  the record, it's Resolution 1747, not 42, and the

          6  clerk will read the tally.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON MILLER: We're still

          8  holding the vote open for Espada and DiBrienza.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote stands at

         10  nine in the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

         11  abstentions, with the exception of Resolution 1747,

         12  which stands at eight in the affirmative, zero in

         13  the negative and one abstention. The items are

         14  adopted, and the vote is still open. Please sign the

         15  reports.

         16                 CHAIRPERSON MILLER: The Committee

         17  meeting is adjourned, although we will keep the vote

         18  open for the Council members who are downstairs.
