ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends Section 16-118.1.

TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to limiting the issuance of notices of violations for litter during certain times to mixed use buildings.

OVERVIEW:    

On June 7, 2005, the Committee on Sanitation and Solid Waste Management, chaired by Council Member Michael E. McMahon, will conduct a hearing on Int. No. 611, which would amend Section 16-118.1 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York to treat premises containing both residential and commercial uses as commercial premises for the purposes of applying the routing schedule for sidewalk cleaning enforcement for these mixed commercial/residential premises.

INT. NO 611


Int. No. 611 would amend Section 16-118.1 as follows:


Section 16-118.1 would be amended to include premises containing both residential and commercial uses as commercial premises for the purposes of section 16-118.1.  As a result, the owners, lessees, tenants, occupants or persons in charge of mixed use commercial and residential premises would be responsible for cleaning the sidewalks, flagging, curbstones and roadway areas associated with the premises on the schedule used for commercial premises.

BACKGROUND

In 1990, Local Law 31 was passed to establish a citywide routing system for sidewalk cleaning inspections by the department of sanitation for commercial premises.  Local Law 31 limited the issuance of notices of violations, appearance tickets or summonses to the owners, lessees, tenants, occupants or persons in charge of commercial premises relating to cleaning sidewalks, flagging, curbstones and roadway areas within any sub-district of a local service delivery district to predetermined periods of a total of no more than two hours each day, provided that each predetermined period shall be one hour.  On May 19, 2004, Local Law 9 was passed to amend subdivisions a, b and c of section 16-118.1 to expand this routing system from exclusively commercial premises to any premises, thereby including residential premises.  

Local Law 9 did not specify whether premises with both commercial and residential uses came under regulation as commercial or residential premises.  Int. No. 611 would amend Administrative Code section 16-118.1, as added by Local Law 9, to include premises that contain both residential and commercial uses in the commercial routing schedule. 

ANALYSIS


The purpose of Int. No. 611 is to clarify an ambiguity created by Local Law 9, which amended section 16-118.1, as described above, concerning the citywide routing system for sidewalk cleaning enforcement.  Many buildings in the city of New York contain both commercial and residential uses, and it is not currently clear if the owners, lessees, tenants, occupants or persons in charge of these sites are responsible for cleaning the sidewalks and other areas on the relevant commercial or residential schedule pursuant to section 16-118.  Int. No. 611 would clarify that all such premises that have both commercial and residential uses be designated in the commercial routing system, thereby resolving the matter.


This local law would take effect immediately.
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
