A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, in relation requiring the office of criminal justice to post on the office’s website an annual report regarding discharge planning for mentally ill inmates and recidivism.
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require the Mayor’s Office of Criminal Justice to issue a yearly report regarding inmates in the custody of the Department of Correction (“DOC”) who are released with a discharge plan. Discharge plans are mandated for certain inmates with mental health issues. This report would include the number of inmates released by the DOC in total, the number released with a discharge plan, and compares a variety of recidivism rates for inmates released with discharge plans to those release without such plans.
