WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission filed with the Council on April 25, 2005 its
decision dated April 13, 2005 (the "Decision") on the application submitted pursuant to Section
197-¢ of the New York City Charter by the Department of Sanitation for site selection of property
located at 1824 Shore Parkway (Block 6943, part of Lot 30), Community District 11, Borough of
Brooklyn (the "Site"), for use as a Marine Transfer Station (ULURP No. C 050175 PSK) (the
"Application");

(A)  The Committee rejects the recommendation of the Subcommittee; and

(B)  Having considered the FEIS, with respect to the Application, the Council ﬁnq;\wlm't: .
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(1) The FEIS meets the requirements of 6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617;
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2) From among the reasonable alternatives thereto, the actions to be approved are ones
which minimize or avoid adverse environmental impacts to the maximum extent
practicable; and

3) The adverse environmental impacts revealed in the FEIS will be minimized or
avoided to the maximum extent practicable by incorporating as conditions to the
approval those mitigative measures that were identified as practicable;

(4)  The Decision and the FEIS constitute the written statement of facts, and of social,
economic and other factors and standards that form the basis of the decision, pursuant
t0 6 NY.CRR. §617.11(d).
Pursuant to Section 197-d of the City Charter and on the basis of the Application and
Decision, the Council disapproves the Decision.
