SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION:  Int. No. 1200 would require the City to administer a public education program to inform the public about the legal rights and resources available to transgender, gender non-conforming, non-binary, and intersex (TGNCNBI) individuals. Through this public education program, the City would be required to provide information on protections against discrimination and harassment related to gender, sexual orientation, and sexual and reproductive health decisions. It would also include information on hate crime protections, access to gender-affirming care, community-based organizations offering support services for TGNCNBI individuals, and legal name and gender marker changes.

EFFECTIVE DATE: 90 days after becoming law

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that that there would be other than personal services expenditures of $105,000 to conduct the public campaign program, which includes creation and design of materials on Title 8 protections, audio and digital media advertising, translation of materials, and materials preparation and publication. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
