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INTRODUCTION 
	On December 4, 2025, the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure, chaired by Majority Whip Selvena N. Brooks-Powers, conducted a hearing to vote on the following legislation: Int. No. 1154-A, sponsored by Council Member Julie Menin, in relation to testing high visibility pavement markings and establishing a pilot program; Int. No. 1423-A, sponsored by Council Member Althea Stevens, in relation to requiring the department of transportation to provide an inventory of city-owned retaining walls under its jurisdiction; Res. No. 498-A, sponsored by Majority Leader Amanda Farías, calling on the Metropolitan Transportation Authority (MTA) to create a program that provides New York City’s first responder agencies with real-time Global Positioning System (GPS) data for all MTA buses; and Res. No. 773-A, sponsored by Majority Leader Farías, calling on the New York State Legislature to pass, and the Governor to sign, A.3024, which directs the metropolitan transportation authority to establish a student fare program for trains and buses. Int. No. 1154-A was previously heard, alongside additional legislation, at an October 1, 2025, oversight hearing entitled: Maintaining, Greening, and Enhancing the City’s Sidewalks, Medians, and Streetscapes. At this hearing, the Committee heard from representatives from the New York City (NYC or City) Department of Transportation (DOT), NYC Department of Parks and Recreation, representatives from transit advocates, street safety advocates, and others. 
Int. No. 1423-A was previously heard, alongside additional legislation, at a November 24, 2025, oversight hearing entitled: Update on Dining Out NYC program. At this hearing, the Committee heard from representatives from NYC DOT, business and trade associations, community boards, transportation and public space advocates, and other interested stakeholders.

Nos. 498-A and 773-A were previously heard, alongside additional legislation, at a November 13, 2025 oversight hearing entitled: New York City’s Bus System (Network, Operations, Equity, and Redesign). At this hearing, the Committee heard from representatives from the Metropolitan Transportation Authority (“MTA”) and NYC DOT, various transportation advocates, and other interested parties.
	On December 4, 2025, the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure passed Int. Nos. 1154-A and 1423-A and Res. Nos. 498-A and 773-A by a vote of seven in the affirmative, zero in the negative, with zero abstentions.















BACKGROUND

Department of Transportation
DOT’s self-described mission is to provide for the safe, equitable, and sustainable movement of people and goods in NYC, while creating public spaces that strengthen the City’s communities.[footnoteRef:2] The agency’s vision is a transportation system that provides equitable mobility for all residents and visitors, while also being environmentally sustainable and built to adapt to the threat of climate change.[footnoteRef:3] DOT is responsible for a significant amount of the City’s public infrastructure, which includes planning, design, construction, maintenance, and management of roads, sidewalks, bridges, traffic signals, and signs.[footnoteRef:4] DOT has an annual operating budget of $1.5 billion and a 10-year $33.5 billion capital program, with nearly 6,000 employees.[footnoteRef:5] Overall, DOT manages: 6,300 miles of streets and highways; over 12,000 miles of sidewalk; approximately 800 bridges and tunnels; over one million street signs; 13,500 signalized intersections; nearly 400,000 streetlights; over 350 million linear feet of markings; 15,000 parking meters and 37 parking facilities; and the Staten Island Ferry.[footnoteRef:6]  [2:  NYC DOT, About DOT, available at https://www1.nyc.gov/html/dot/html/about/about.shtml]  [3:  Id. ]  [4:  Id. ]  [5:  Id. ]  [6:  Id. ] 

High Visibility Pavement Markings

Retaining Walls
The NYC Department of Buildings (DOB) describes retaining walls as: “permanent, protective structures that separate lower land from higher land. The City’s Construction Codes provide standards governing the maintenance and inspection of retaining walls in the City. In general, property owners must keep the retaining walls on their property in safe condition, and are responsible for the maintenance and repair of such retaining walls.[footnoteRef:15] If a retaining wall is located on the lot line of adjacent properties and is partially on both properties, then the owners of the adjacent properties are jointly responsible for the retaining wall.[footnoteRef:16] In addition, owners of retaining walls that are at least ten feet high and that face a public right-of-way are also required under Local Law 37 of the year 2008, effective January 1, 2014, to file periodic inspection reports with the DOB.[footnoteRef:17]  [15:  Admin. Res. Nos. 498-A and 773-A
MTA
The MTA manages the largest transportation network in North America, serving a population of approximately 15.3 million people across a five-thousand square-mile travel area covering NYC, Long Island, southeastern New York State, and Connecticut.[footnoteRef:18] The MTA is made up of several operating agencies that include the NYC Transit Authority (NYCTA); the Long Island Rail Road Company; the Metro-North Commuter Railroad Company; MTA Bridges and Tunnels; and MTA Construction and Development.[footnoteRef:19] These operating entities are collectively referred to as the “MTA Agencies.” [18:  MTA, About the MTA, available at https://www.mta.info/about ]  [19:  Id. ] 

NYC Subway and Bus Service

Safety on Buses 
	There are various ways that the MTA tries to prepare and respond to incidents and emergencies to ensure the safety of customers.[footnoteRef:26] For buses, the MTA incorporates a number of safety features, including: bus numbers, which are three- or four-digit numbers that identify each vehicle and are listed on the exterior and interior of every bus, including in large print and braille inside the bus; emergency window exits, which are located at designated marked windows on buses and can be opened outward; single roof hatches that open outwards; and emergency rear door exit releases, which are available on every bus adjacent to the rear doors.[footnoteRef:27] Although the MTA tracks its buses in real-time, there is not currently a program in place that coordinates and shares their Global Positioning System (GPS) data with first responder agencies so that they can better address emergencies and/or crimes on buses. Fares
MTA’s Operating Budget and Bus Fares 
The MTA’s operating budget funds the day-to-day costs of running subways, buses, trains, and paratransit, as well as the costs of operating the MTA’s seven bridges and two tunnels.[footnoteRef:28] For Calendar Year (CY) 2025, MTA’s adopted operating budget is $19.87 billion, which represents a slight increase from the CY 2024 adopted budget of $19.29 billion.[footnoteRef:29] As with previous years, dedicated taxes are the largest source of revenue in MTA’s CY 2025 adopted operating budget, accounting for 43%, or $8.6 billion, of total revenue.[footnoteRef:30] Farebox revenue is the second largest source, accounting for 26%, or $5.2 billion, of total revenue.[footnoteRef:31] Overall, farebox revenue has significantly decreased from pre-pandemic levels, which exceeded $6 billion annually, but is greater than farebox revenue collected during the height of the pandemic.[footnoteRef:32] [28:  MTA, MTA Operating Budget Basics, available at https://www.mta.info/budget/MTA-operating-budget-basics]  [29:  MTA, MTA 2024 Adopted Budget – February Financial Plan 2024–2027, II-1 (Feb. 2024), available at https://www.mta.info/document/133491]  [30:  Id.]  [31:  Id.]  [32:  NYS Comptroller Office, What MTA Operating Revenue Trends Tell Us About Its Fiscal Recovery, 1 (May 2025), available at https://www.osc.ny.gov/files/reports/pdf/report-4-2026.pdf]

Current Bus Fares and the Recently Approved Bus Fare Increases 
	Currently, the base fare for local and SBS buses is $2.90 and the base fare for express buses is $7.[footnoteRef:37] Under the MTA Reduced-Fares program, the reduced fare for local and SBS buses is $1.45.[footnoteRef:38] For express buses, the current reduced fare is $3.50.[footnoteRef:39] On September 30, 2025, the MTA Board approved several changes to fares, tolls, and ticketing policies, including increased bus fares, that will take effect in January 2026.[footnoteRef:40] The fare for local and SBS buses will increase 10 cents, from $2.90 to $3.[footnoteRef:41] The bus fare for express buses will increase 25 cents, from $7 to $7.25.[footnoteRef:42] For local and SBS buses, the reduced fare will be $1.50, an increase of 5 cents.[footnoteRef:43] For express buses, the reduced fare will increase 10 cents, rising from $3.50 to $3.60.[footnoteRef:44]  [37:  MTA, Subway and bus fares, available at https://www.mta.info/fares-tolls/subway-bus. ]  [38:  Id.]  [39:  Id. ]  [40:  MTA, Changes to MTA fares and tolls in 2025, available at https://www.mta.info/fares-tolls/2025-changes. ]  [41:  Id.]  [42:  Id. ]  [43:  Id.]  [44:  Id.] 











LEGISLATIVE ANALYSIS
Below are brief summaries of the legislation being heard today by this Committee. These summaries are intended for informational purposes only and do not substitute for legal counsel. For more detailed information, review the full text of the bills which are included below.
Int. No. 1154-A, A Local Law in relation to testing high visibility pavement markings and establishing a pilot program

	This bill would require that the Department of Transportation (DOT) test high visibility pavement markings that could be more visible to road users in poor driving conditions. DOT would be required to submit a report on the findings of the testing. If the DOT commissioner determines that some of the tested markings are likely to improve traffic safety during poor driving conditions, the commissioner would be required to implement a pilot program to install those high visibility pavement markings in multiple locations in each borough. If a pilot program is established, DOT would then be required to submit a report on the findings and recommendations from the pilot program.
	This local law would take effect immediately. 
Int. No. 1423-A, A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of transportation to provide an inventory of city-owned retaining walls under its jurisdiction

Int. No. 1423-A would require the Department of Transportation (DOT) to provide on its website, no later than October 1, 2026, an inventory of all City-owned retaining walls under DOT’s jurisdiction that are 10 feet high or greater. This inventory would include the location of each such retaining wall, as well as the date when maintenance or inspection of each such retaining wall was last performed. DOT would be required to update this inventory annually. 
This local law would take effect immediately.

A Local Law in relation to testing high visibility pavement markings and establishing a pilot program
 
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 
Section 1. High visibility pavement marking pilot program. a. Definitions. For purposes of this local law, the following terms have the following meanings:
Commissioner. The term “commissioner” means the commissioner of transportation.
Department. The term “department” means the department of transportation.
High visibility pavement marking. The term “high visibility pavement marking” means a pavement marking that, due to characteristics such as retroreflectivity or photoluminescence, the commissioner believes could be more highly visible to road users in poor driving conditions than the pavement markings most commonly used on streets in the city as of December 1, 2025.
Pavement marking. The term “pavement marking” means a line or symbol on the roadway that is intended to direct vehicular, pedestrian, or cyclist movement.
Poor driving conditions. The term “poor driving conditions” means conditions where the visibility of pavement markings by the operator of a vehicle or a pedestrian may be reduced, such as after sunset or during inclement weather.
b. Testing program. No later than January 1, 2027, the department shall test no fewer than 3 different types of high visibility pavement marking products that are not currently utilized by the department, except that if fewer than 3 such products may be procured by the department then only those products that may be procured shall be tested. As part of such test, the department shall evaluate each such tested product, including evaluating their durability and visibility in different poor driving conditions, and shall assess the operational feasibility of using each such tested product on a more widespread basis within the city.
c. Pilot program. If the commissioner determines that a high visibility pavement marking would both be feasible to install throughout the city and likely to improve traffic safety during poor driving conditions, the commissioner shall establish a pilot program no later than January 1, 2028 to install such high visibility pavement markings in at least 5 locations in each borough, provided, however, that if the commissioner determines there are fewer than 5 locations in a borough where such installation would be likely to improve traffic safety, the department may install fewer than 5 such high visibility pavement markings in such borough. The commissioner shall prioritize evaluating locations with a history of traffic related injuries or fatalities for inclusion in the pilot program.
d. Report. 1. No later than 2 months after the conclusion of the testing program required by subdivision b of this local law, the commissioner shall submit to the mayor and speaker of the council a report detailing the findings of such testing program, including any challenges and issues presented by such testing program, and a recommendation on whether to conduct a pilot program pursuant to such findings.
2. If a pilot program is established pursuant to subdivision c of this local law, 1 year after the conclusion of such pilot program, the commissioner shall submit to the mayor and speaker of the council a report that includes a recommendation on whether to expand or make permanent such program, and shall also identify any challenges and issues presented by such pilot program.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of transportation to provide an inventory of city-owned retaining walls under its jurisdiction
 
Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
 
Section 1. Subchapter 1 of chapter 1 of title 19 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 19-154.1 to read as follows:
§ 19-154.1 Retaining wall inventory. a. Definitions. As used in this section, the term “retaining wall” means a retaining wall as such term is defined in section 28-305.4.1 that is 10 feet high or greater, as measured from the ground immediately in front of the wall to the top of the wall stem, or wall step for stepped walls, including any parapets or fencing capable of retaining material.
b. No later than October 1, 2026, the department shall make available on its website an inventory of all city-owned retaining walls under the department’s jurisdiction. Such inventory shall include, but need not be limited to, the location of each such retaining wall and the date when maintenance or inspection of each such retaining wall was last performed. The department shall update such inventory annually.
§ 2. This local law takes effect immediately.

Whereas, The Metropolitan Transportation Authority (MTA) is the largest public transportation agency in North America; and
Whereas, Among the MTA’s operating agencies are New York City Transit (NYCT), which manages, maintains, and runs subway and bus services in New York City (NYC), and MTA Bus Company, which operates local, express, and Select Bus Service routes in the Bronx, Brooklyn, and Queens; and
Whereas, According to MTA ridership data, for 2024, the average weekday bus ridership for NYCT and MTA Bus Company buses was 1,017,160 and 273,133, respectively; and
Whereas, In addition, the annual total bus ridership for 2024 for NYCT and MTA Bus Company buses was 323,904,712 and 85,129,055, respectively; and
Whereas, While the MTA, through NYCT and MTA Bus Company, provides an invaluable service to New Yorkers daily, in recent years, concerns regarding the safety of passengers and employees within the MTA systems, including its bus network, have received significant attention; and
Whereas, This has been particularly true for workers on MTA buses, as according to the MTA, there were 76 assaults on MTA bus workers in 2022, and 70 assaults in 2023; and
Whereas, Although data for passenger assaults is not available, these concerns undermine the public’s perception of the safety of mass transit; and
Whereas, According to the MTA, it trains with local and national emergency response partners and regularly reviews its processes to keep customers safe; and
Whereas, MTA buses are equipped with a number of safety features, including roof hatches, emergency window exits, emergency rear door exit releases, and bus numbers, which are three- or four-digit numbers inside and outside the bus that allow for passengers to identify each vehicle, which is particularly useful in an emergency or if a crime is being committed on board; and
Whereas, In addition, MTA bus operators can call the Bus Command Center, as well as 911, if there is an emergency or crime on board; and
Whereas, To build upon the safety features and processes that already exist, the MTA could create a program to regularly share real-time Global Positioning System (GPS) data for its buses with NYC’s first responder agencies, such as the Police Department and the Fire Department; and
Whereas, With real-time GPS data for every MTA bus, responders would be able to address emergencies and crimes that occur on board more efficiently, as they would have clear and reliable information on exactly where the bus is; and
Whereas, Ensuring that the NYC agencies that respond to emergencies and crimes receive real-time and accurate GPS data for all MTA buses could save MTA passengers’ and MTA workers’ lives, while restoring the public’s sense of peace on public transportation; now, therefore, be it
Resolved, That the Council of the City of New York calls upon the Metropolitan Transportation Authority (MTA) to create a program that provides New York City’s first responder agencies with real-time Global Positioning System (GPS) data for all MTA buses.

                     Whereas, The New York City (NYC) Department of Education’s Office of Pupil Transportation (OPT) operates the largest school transportation system in the country, facilitating transportation of over 600,000 NYC students who attend both public and private schools; and
                     Whereas, OPT offers 4 transportation services for students to travel to and from school, including general education yellow bus transportation, specialized yellow bus transportation, OMNY cards (previously MetroCards) for public transportation, and Pre-K and Early Intervention yellow bus transportation; and
Whereas, The current fare on the Metropolitan Transportation Authority’s (MTA) subways, local, limited, and Select Bus Service is $2.90 and is $7.00 on express buses; and
                     Whereas, Although OPT’s website states that it provides students with OMNY cards for public transportation, it does not provide OMNY cards for all forms of public transportation, such as transportation on MTA express buses; and
                     Whereas, While more recent available data related to student usage of express buses is limited, according to an August 2019 New York Daily News article, some students spent $2,700 annually on express buses to travel to school; and
                      Whereas, Prior to May 2019, OPT provided half-fare MetroCards to all students eligible for school MetroCards, including seventh to twelfth graders who lived between 0.5 miles and 1.5 miles from school; and
                     Whereas, In May 2019, the MTA announced that it would provide all students previously eligible for half-fare MetroCards with full-fare MetroCards; and
                     Whereas, While this change makes traveling less financially burdensome for students who were paying fares using their half-fare MetroCards on local buses, it fails to address the financial burden of students who pay $7 to travel to and from school on express buses; and
                     Whereas, As of January 1, 2022, more than 2,000 parents and advocates signed an online petition calling for the MTA to lower express bus fares for high school students traveling to and from school; and
                     Whereas, There are over 80 express bus routes in NYC, which often serve transit deserts and neighborhoods underserved by subways, and students should be able to use express bus services to travel to and from school free of charge, like other students who utilize subways and local buses; and
Whereas, A.3024, sponsored by NYS Assemblymember Robert Carroll, was introduced in the NYS Assembly, and directs the MTA to establish a student fare program for trains and buses which discounts three train and/or bus fares each weekday equal to the standard pay-per-ride fare, including, but not limited to, standard bus and express bus services; and 
Whereas, In an effort to increase equity and affordability for NYC students, a companion bill should be introduced in the NYS Senate, and A.3024 should be passed and signed by the NYS Governor; now, therefore, be it
                     Resolved, That the Council of the City of New York calls on the New York State Legislature to pass, and the Governor to sign, A.3024, which directs the metropolitan transportation authority to establish a student fare program for trains and buses.
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
